Tack weld the br ackets on y our housing using the f ollowing dimensions .

A. The 4-link br ackets mount on the fr ont of  the housing ________” apar t.

B. Low er coil o ver shoc k mounts g o on the r ear of  the housing _______” center -to-center .

C. Panhar d rod mounts _______” fr om the inside 4-link br acket. Mount on the driv er side .

D. This dimension needs to be the same on both sides .

TO SET THE PINION ANGLE. De pending on the stance of  your
car , mor e than a z ero ang le may be necessary . Clamp a f lat bar
to the f ace of  the pinion f lang e. Place a ma gnetic ang le-f inder
on the bar and adjust accor ding ly. We recommend a z ero pinion
ang le with f ixed suspension sy stems . Air ba g systems ma y
requir e mor e ang le. The low er coilo ver and P anhar d br ackets
mount par allel to the ta ble with any pinion ang le.

WORKING ON A TABLE...one of  the
easiest w ays to install the br ackets
is to place the housing thir dmember
flang e face down to the ta ble on top
of  the 4-Link br ackets as shown. T he
housing f ace par allel with ta ble
equals a z ero degr ee pinion ang le.
Set pinion ang le bef ore tac king the
brackets par allel to ta ble.

- IMPORTANT -
NOTE: First t ac-weld all bracket s. On your final weld, keep heat warp to a minimum in any one area,
alternate from one end of housing to the other using short 1/2” welds

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Mount the r ear upper coilo ver
cr ossmember 5-inc hs to the r ear
of  your r ear axle center line . Trim
equal amounts of f  each end. T his
will k eep the coilo ver mounting
holes the same distance fr om
eac h side of  the r ails .

Adjust eac h of  the bar s with 4 thr eads
showing (#6) bef ore assemb ly. When install-
ing , the f orw ard bolt heads f ace the inside
while the r ear bolt heads f ace outw ard.

INSTALLING CROSSMEMBERS AND 4-LINK

All the br ackets should be tac ked onto the housing .
Bef ore you trim the f orw ard 4-Link cr ossmember ,
install the 4-Link s to the housing and fr ont
cr ossmember . Next, loca te the r ear axle center line.
Place the assemb ly under the c hassis and center the
housing on y our center line . Now y ou can measur e and
trim the f orw ard 4-Link cr ossmember . Disassemb le
and tac k the f orw ard cr ossmember into position.
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With the complete assemb ly shown in #3 center ed
under the r ear axle center line , measur e and trim the
forw ard cr ossmember . Remove equal amounts fr om
eac h end of  the cr ossmember to mak e sur e the 4-
Link br ackets ar e equal distance fr om eac h side of
the c hassis r ails . Tack into position, mak e final w eld
last.

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INSTALLING THE J-TUBES

MOUNTING PANHARD BRA CKET TO FRAME

We provide f orw ard suppor t
to the fr ont 4-Link
cr ossmember with either J-
tubes or L-br ackets . They
simply mount betw een
center of  the 4-Link br acket
and the inside of  the fr ame
rails . This should be one of
the last items y ou install
after all other components
are welded in position.
Make a 360-de gr ee w eld on
eac h end. T his is wher e all
the tor que is a pplied to the
chassis!
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THIS IS THE LAST THING
TO DO - After the coilo ver
shoc ks have been installed
and all the w eight is on the
chassis , connect the
panhar d bar to the housing
br acket. Bolt the fr ame
br acket to the other end of
the bar . With the bar par allel
to the g round and par allel
with the housing w eld it to
the inside of  the fr ame. Weld
around the br acket 360
degr ees.

MOUNTING THE COIL OVER SHOCKS
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The low er coilo ver 5/8” mounting bolt
requir es a 1 1/2” tube spacer and a
thin g old w asher on the fr ont-and-
rear of  the coilo ver b ushing as
shown. T orque to 60 ft. lbs .

FIRST...ADJUST THE
COILOVERS
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This is how y ou chec k the spring pr e-load on
your assemb led coilo vers . First, g rease the tw o
collar n uts and shoc k body . With the top of  the
spring sea ted into the upper collar , thr ead the
low er collar with stainless w asher (ne xt to
spring) a gainst the spring . Using the spanner
wr enc h enc losed, thr ead the low er collar 3/4 to
1-inc h up the thr eads and tighten the collar
loc k nut against the low er collar .
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The upper coilo ver shoc ks mount on the fr ont
of  the r ear tub ular cr ossmember . They requir e
a 5/8 - 18 x 2 1/4” bolt. T he shoc k is sand-
wic hed betw een tw o - 5/8 AN w asher s, with
one star w asher on the outside . Torque to 60 ft.
lbs .
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One of the last things to do when the car has all
the w eight on the axles is to install the s way bar.
Connect the end link s to the housing f ir st. The
center tube spacer holds the b ushing betw een
housing br acket and s way bar ends . Install
finger -tight.
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Install the r aised end of  the
urethane b ushings into the

holes as shown. Last, tighten
the b ushings until the y are

slightly compr essed after the
frame br ackets and b ushings

have been installed.

Next, install the ur ethane fr ame b ush-
ings ar ound the s way bar. See pa ge 3,
par ts in ventory list, f or f astener siz es.

With the w eight of  the car on the tir es and the ends of
the s way bar connected to the housing br ackets (f inger
tight), lift the assemb ly up to the fr ame and mar k the
holes . Drill tw o, 3/8-inc h diameter holes in the bottom of
the fr ame r ails on eac h side . Torque to 30 ft. lbs .
